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Richard Thompson Mines The Millennium
for ‘1000 Years of Popular Music’ (RT1000SP)

Highly Anticipated DVD released 
Monday 26th June with two bonus CDs

Monday 26th June sees the  release of Richard Thompson’s eclectic and brilliant 1000 Years of Popular Music concert DVD, along with 2 bonus audio CDs of the show . Recorded live at Bimbo’s in San Francisco in February of 2005 with Debra Dobkin (percussion, vocals) and Judith Owen (vocals, keyboards) accompanying, the 22 songs in this performance represent, in Thompson’s words,  “great ideas, tunes, rhythms, and styles [that] get left in the dustbin of history.”

The film was directed by Erik Nelson, producer of the highly celebrated 2005 documentary ‘Grizzly Man’ (for which Thompson also wrote the score) and executive producer of the forthcoming documentaries ‘Leonard Cohen: I’m Your Man’ and 'The U.S vs. John Lennon.’ It was edited by Joe Bini, whose editing credits include ‘Grizzly Man’ and many of Werner Herzog’s other classic films.


The story behind this collection is familiar by now: In 1999, Thompson was asked by Playboy Magazine to list the 10 greatest songs of the past millennium. Thompson took the request quite literally and delivered 10 choices covering the entire last thousand years. While the list was passed over for publication, it gave birth to this performance concept, which is here given a beautiful treatment by Thompson, Dobkin and Owen.

Thompson’s rakish wit and impeccable musicianship breathe fresh life into the wide-ranging collection of songs. Beginning with “Summer is Icumen In,” the oldest known round in the English language, the set list gambols joyously through time, from madrigals, ballads, and sea shanties, to Gilbert and Sullivan, British Music Hall, Broadway tunes, garage rock, and even Britney Spears’ “Oops!... I Did it Again.” Thompson demurs that “I am unqualified to sing 98% of the material here, but me having a go could be considered part of the fun.”
