Hanson have announced that they will be releasing a new album, entitled “The Walk”, on Monday 30th April 2007.  The album will be preceded by a single, “Go”, an equistively beautiful indie ballad, shot through with raw emotion and a surging piano, on Monday 16th April.   “Go” will be available on 2 CD singles, a DVD single and 2 digital download bundles.  
Featuring 13 confident and bold tracks, The Walk finds Hanson drawing from their R&B and rock ’n’ roll influences, while retaining their fiercely melodic side.    The harmonically perfect “Been There Before”, a song about the brother’s inspirations such as Johnny Cash and Otis Redding, is three minutes and 35 seconds of pop heaven, while “Fire On The Mountain”, which starts off with a strumming guitar intro, builds into a guitar-laden rocker.  The band really hits their stride on funk-heavy tracks like the soulful “Blue Sky” and the R&B bent of “Something Going Round”.  The powerful “Great Divide”,  a track Isaac calls one of the album’s cornerstones, features a South African children’s choir singing ‘I have hope’ in their native languages.  Recorded during Hanson’s recent trip to Africa to learn more about the devastation of AIDS on the continent, the track was released on 27th November 2006 as an iTunes exclusive download-only single in recognition of World Aids Day, and saw the band donating 100% of the revenues to a HIVSA organization. 
Hanson confirmed their indie credibility on 2004’s critically acclaimed Underneath, an album that proved that the trio are one the brightest talents of their generation.  Charting at number 1 in the Billboard Independent Albums chart, the album spawned a number 2 single in the US and a top 10 single in the UK with the lead track, Penny And Me.  The bands three year struggle to complete the record and break from their major label contract to start their own independent label, 3CG, was captured in Strong Enough to Break, a hard-hitting documentary film selected for the Hollywood Film Festival and added to multiple music school curriculums in the States, including NYU and USC.  This critically acclaimed documentary is currently available in free episodic form  from iTunes UK.   On its release in the US, it shot straight in at #1 in iTunes Podcast chart.  “Strong Enough To Break” will be followed by new episodes of “Taking The Walk”, a documentary featuring the recording of Hanson’s new album, starting 26th February.
